Version 2.3.5 SLS Release Nofes
Summary

Version 2.3.5 software (SW) is a software release that is
supported on all Codonics Safe Label System® (SLS) Point
of Care Stations (PCS). SLS PCS does not support software
downgrades to previous software versions.

NOTE: The 2.3.0 Administration Tool (AT) software
must be used with the 2.3.5 SLS PCS software.

The 2.3.0 AT works with all 2.3.x SLS PCSs
simultaneously.

This document provides information about about Product
Improvements (i.e., Perfective Updates) in 2.3.5 SLS PCS SW.

WARNING: The use of label colors is intended only as
an aid in the identification of drug groups and does not
absolve the user from the duty of reading the label and
correctly identifying the drug prior to use.

Product Improvements

¢ Provided support for additional ink cartridges. Type 2
ink cartridges (Codonics Catalog Number - 1SC2-LR233-
4) are released for SLS550i PCSs. Contact your Codonics
Sales person for details.

NOTE: Once opened, Type 2 ink can dry out if left open.
Cartridges should be capped when not being used.

¢ Blank labels are no longer discharged when powering-
up SLS PCS or loading media into SLS PCS. As long as
a safe and proper shutdown occurs, no blank labels are
discharged from SLS PCS. Previously two blank labels
would be discharged upon SLS PCS power-up and when
loading media into SLS PCS.

¢ SLS PCS units with Edimax adapters and SLS PCS SW
newer than 2.2.0 connected to the network with
802.11ac can fail to transfer packages. There is now a
configuration setting to disable 802.11ac and connect at
802.11n to successfully transfer packages. Contact
Codonics Technical Support for assistance.

Known Common Issuves

This section details common issues with SLS PCSs that are
likely to be experienced by most users. These issues are
specific to the current release; previous issues can be found
in previous Release Notes. None of the issues included in the
document are considered to render the product unsafe or
ineffective for clinical use.

¢ Upgrading from 2.3.5 SLS SW can only be done to
a version of SLS SW 2.4.5 or greater. This is
because the firmware version (1.69 PGAOA) needed
to support Type 2 ink begins with 2.4.5 SLS
software.

¢ Pressing the Load button does not always cut labels on
SLS PCS. When pressing the Load button, SLS PCS will
feed media forward but does not cut it when the door is
closed. Once a subsequent label is printed, the unit will
eject the printed label attached to a blank label from
pressing the Load button. When the Load button is
pressed on SLS PCSs with serial numbers 140C and 141C,
the unit will feed media forward. When the door is
closed, it will cut a label.

Known Uncommon Issuves

This section details uncommon issues with all SLS PCSs that
are unlikely to be experienced by most users. These issues
are specific to the current release; previous issues can be
found in previous Release Notes. None of the issues
included in the document are considered to render the
product unsafe or ineffective for clinical use.
